WHO SITS ON A GOVERNING BODY





Parent Governors: parents of a child at the school and elected by the parents. Contact the school directly for details of any vacancies


Staff Governors: The Headteacher plus  members of the teaching or support staff elected by other staff


Community Governors:  appointed by the governing body, often bring specific skills or links with the community.  Contact Governor      Services for details


Authority Governors:  appointed by the   Local Authority. Contact Governor Services for details of any vacancies.


Foundation Governors: appointed to faith or trust schools, by the Diocese or other partner organisations.

WHAT DOES BEING 


A GOVERNOR INVOLVE?





Time — schools have full governing body meetings once or twice a term, usually late in the afternoon or evening and you will also be asked to join one or more committees. You will also need to find some time throughout the year to visit school or attend events *.





Training — there will be an expectation that you will undertake some training to help you understand the role.





Term of office — governors have a four year term of office, but many of our governors serve for more than one term of office!





*Many employers allow some paid time off work for governor duties.
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
