As previously communicated, Newcastle City Council have increased the price of school meals to £3



per meal from Monday 7t April 2025 for children in Years 3,4,5 and 6. Bishop Bewick Catholic
Education Trust recognised that this was a significant increase to Parents therefore they have limited
the price passed to parents to £2.70 a meal until April 2026.
