• Arguing better is designed for parents who 
want to learn healthy ways to deal with 
stress and conflict.

• The course is online so you can go through 
it at your own pace.

• You can do it all in one go or save your 
progress and come back to it later.

• The course will take about 40 minutes 
to complete, so it’s best to give yourself 
enough time and space to reflect.
